AUTHOR’S NOTE


I only have a couple of additions to make in this author’s note given that most what features in A Game of Gods is also in A Touch of Malice. If you haven’t read the author’s note at the back of Malice, please take a look as it gives an overview of many of the myths that were used or referenced in both of these stories.


The Ophiotaurus:

If you are wondering how to pronounce it, you can google it. I, personally, say “oh-fi-o-taurus” but just know that pronunciation differs across countries.

There isn’t a lot of information on the ophiotaurus except that it was a half bull/half serpent monster likely born of Gaia. Its existence was accompanied by a prophecy, “Whoever fed the bull’s guts to consuming flames was destined to defeat the eternal gods.” Sometimes it’s reported that the Titans slayed the monster, but Ovid says that it was Briareus. As he is about to feed the intestines to the flames, Zeus’s eagles swoop in and steal them away.

After this death, the ophiotaurus is set among the stars as the constellation Taurus.

It is thought that this story is part of Titanomachia which is a lost Greek Epic about the War of the Titans.



Ariadne x Dionysus:

I chose to include Dionysus’s point of view in A Game of Gods because it connects to Chaos. Plus, I love the juxtaposition of Hades and Persephone’s established love story and Ariadne and Dionysus’s new love.

For this story, I referenced The Odyssey. The parallels might be obvious, but I’ll go through them anyway. First, the fact that the two are swept out to sea by Poseidon just like Odysseus who is trying to get home after the Trojan War.

Let’s just make a note here that Odysseus, who is considered a “hero” of Greek Mythology also tried to get out of going to battle by pretending to be insane, sowing his fields with salt. Now, you could argue he did this because it was prophesized that if he participated, he would be away from home for twenty years, but I don’t know…doesn’t seem very heroic to me.

We all know the true hero of that story is his wife, Penelope.

Anyway, Dionysus and Ariadne are swept out to sea and arrive at an island that is later identified as Thrinacia which is technically owned by Helios in mythology (it’s where he keeps his cattle). When they arrive, they encounter an old man who Dionysus believes is a god. This is Nereus who is also referred to as “the old man of the sea.” He is the father of the Nereids (sea nymphs). He says he will help Dionysus if he kills the cyclops who steals his sheep.

The cyclops is Polyphemos who is one of Odysseus’s foes in The Odyssey. Similar to what unfolds in the epic, Dionysus offers the cyclops wine (which was such a perfect situational reference considering Dionysus is the God of Wine). When the monster asks Dionysus his name, he replies, “no one,” which is a reference to Odysseus replying that his name is “no body.”

When Polyphemos passes out from drunkenness, Odysseus blinds him. When he is asked who hurt him, he replies, “no body!” In Gods, I did not have Dionysus fulfill his debt which will likely come back to bite him in the ass…but that’s for another story.

I LOVED Ari and Dionysus’s storyline in this book, and it was actually the easiest part of the book to write.



A Quick Note on Hypnos:

I like to offer more depth to characters in the Hades Saga because the series just makes it easier given that Hades knows so much about so many things.

Anyway, Hypnos was known in mythology as a very gentle god but during my first encounter with him, he was so grumpy. When I started to write the chapters for him in Gods, I realized why—he just missed his wife.

Pasithea is the youngest charity, and she was given to Hypnos as a gift by Hera when he helped put Zeus to sleep a second time. Hera did this so the gods could interfere in the Trojan War. Technically, he never found out about this trick.
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The burn in his wrists woke him.

The headache splitting his skull made opening his eyes nearly impossible, but he tried, groaning, his thoughts scattering like glass.
